1. Chapter titles and numbering

The text in the chapter text should be typed using TmsR fonts size 10, with a section incision 0.5 cm and the chapter titles 12 point, as in this example. Figures and tables should be numbered continuously. The copy-ready quality of the pictures is expected. The captions and legends should contain all the information necessary for a clear understanding of figures and tables. A translation of the captions will be appreciated.

2. Next chapter

Very extensive literature surveys are not recommended, provided they are not the main target of the paper.

Authors who are going to publish their works in The Combustion Engines Magazine for the first time should supply a photograph and a footnote about themselves (as shown at the bottom of this page).

Typing the paper in this format is for the purpose of facilitating the editing process. The forms with text and figures will be printed as delivered. Only in very few exceptional cases will other forms be accepted.
